HISTORIC CONSERVATION COMMISSION

CASE # 426 – It is proposed to install a sign at 601 E. 4th St. 

OWNER/APPLICANT: Tom Steifel / Ellen Larmer

The Commission upon motion by Ms. Starbuck seconded by Mr. Roeder adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to install a sign at 601 E. 4th St. was presented by Ellen Larmer.
2. The sign will read “The Happy Tap Grill & Bar” and will be a projecting 3-D sign with tap and mug as shown in the rendering submitted.  

3. Grill & Pub will be in black lettering and there will be an outline around plaques in black so that they are more visible.

4. The new sign will be mounted at the corner of the building and may have external spot lights similar to those used at 97 W. Broad.  The lights must be approved by the Historic Officer.  
5. The final design, shape, and graphics (color & size) must be approved by the Historic Officer. 
6. The proposed motion was approved on a 5 to 1 vote.  Mr. Lader voted against the proposed sign because he thought one of the other designs was more historically appropriate for the existing business.
