HISTORIC CONSERVATION COMMISSION

CASE # 427 – It is proposed to install a sign at 736 E. 4th St.

The Commission upon motion by Mr. Roeder seconded by Ms. Pongracz adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to install a sign at 736 E. 4th St. was presented by Ellen Larmer.
2. The new flat wall sign will read “Panaderia El Quetzal”.  It will be mounted to the existing storefront sign band.

3. The vertical dimensions of the sign must be reduced by approximately 1 ½” – 2” top and bottom (for a total of approximately 3”-4”.)

4. The font on the bottom line will be revised to be a more legible font, and “For the” will be removed.

5. The final design must be approved by the Historic Officer.
