HISTORIC CONSERVATION COMMISSION

CASE # 430 – It is proposed to replace the front façade damaged when a vehicle drove through the building at 310 Brodhead Avenue. OWNER/APPLICANT: Eugene & Michael Mish

The Commission upon motion by Mr. Roeder seconded by Mr. Evans adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to replace the front façade damaged when a vehicle drove through the building at 310 Brodhead Avenue was presented by Eugene Mish.
2. The new work will include replacement windows, doors, masonry and painting as presented with the following clarifications.  

3. The new work will replicate the formerly existing conditions with the exception of the divisions of the storefront glass and the curved glass corner.  The curved glass corner may be changed to square.

4. The lower horizontal mullion will be raised to align with the mullion between the door and the door transom.  Vertical mullions will be located so that the large front facing window will be divided in a  20% - 60% - 20% proportion.

5. The storefront at 312 Brodhead will also be refurbished.  A new knee wall will be constructed to match the knee wall on 310 Brodhead.

6. New aluminum storefront framing will be clear anodized. 

7. All glass must be clear and have no visible tint other than that caused by a low E coating.

8. The knee-walls will be stuccoed to match the colors of the building.

9. The existing apartment mail boxes will be relocated to the side wall of the inset so they are less visible from the front.

10. The proposed motion was unanimously approved.
