CASE # 1300– It is proposed to replace a portion of the slate roof at 440 Heckewelder Place.           OWNER:  Bethlehem Area Moravians
The HARB upon motion by Mr. Wolle and seconded by Ms. Glagola adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to replace a portion of the slate roof at 440 Heckewelder Place was presented by Jack Lightcap.

2. Because of the extreme historic importance of this house (the Heckewelder home) and the very historic context (Heckewelder Place), the HARB determined that replacement of any portion of the slate roof with fiberglass shingles would be historically inappropriate.

3. The HARB recommended that the roof be replaced with slate.  The new slate must match the size and color of the existing slate.

4. The proposal to issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the in-kind replacement of the shed roof dormer was unanimously approved.
