CASE # 249 – It is proposed to install two flat wall signs on the front and side of 320 E. Third Street  OWNER:  Polk Street Development LLC
The Commission upon motion by Mr. Evans and seconded by Mr. Cornish adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to install two flat wall signs on the front and sides of 320 E. Third Street was presented by Elizabeth Simmons.
2. The new signage will be fabricated as shown in the renderings submitted to the Commission.

3. The new signs are to be 91” x 38” in size and will be back-lit with neon lighting.

4. The sign colors are shades of yellow, orange, red, and blue.

5. The signs will be located above the storefront panel system on the front and side of the retail space.

6. Attachment of the signs must be done in a manner that causes limited damage to the existing façade.

7. The proposed work was approved by a unanimous vote.
