The Commission upon motion by Mr. Lader seconded by Mr. Silvoy adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to retain signage on the window and door at 825 E Fourth Street was presented by Princess Lopsey.
2. The existing signage may be retained as proposed and installed.
3. The lettering on the window reads “Nationwide Insurance (7”), Insurance & Notary by Princess (5”), phone # (3.75”), Notary Public (3.25”) and is all in white lettering, centered on the window.  The lettering in the lower right hand corner of the window reads “Title transfers, auto tags, registration, renewals/duplicates, drivers license in 5” blue letters, and translations, fax/copies” in 5” yellow letters.  The signage also includes “Se Habla Espanol” in red lettering on the lower left hand side. 

4. The door lettering reads “Notary” in 10” blue letters, “Insurance & Notary Hours” in 5” white letters, and the hours in 4” white letters.  
5. The accessible symbol sign located on the glass return to the door will be modified to have no white background board.  The white background will be cut away from the sign and the sign installed directly to the glass.
6. The OPEN sign will be changed from blinking to non-blinking.
