REF.:        RESOLUTION FOR SALE OF “RAVEN” -  BETHLEHEM POLICE HORSE.

The Bethlehem Police Department would like to retire Raven, one four original Police Horses.

Raven was purchased by the City of Bethlehem by way of JAG Funds obtained in a Federal Grant (JAG ARRA 2009-SB-B9-1591, date awarded March 1, 2009). Raven was purchased on May 21, 2009 by the Bethlehem Police Department.

The Bethlehem Police Department Mounted Unit is seeking approval to property retire Raven while adhering to JAG Grant compliance guidelines and Third Class City Code guidelines.

The Bethlehem Police Department is seeking to sell Raven for the fair market value of $500.00. The funds from the sale of Raven will go in the Bethlehem Police Department  Mounted Unit Account per Federal Grant compliance guidelines. The funds from the sale are to be used for Mounted Patrol Unit equipment/supplies relative to the horses.

We have contacted the Department of Justice to check if this is acceptable and in compliance with applicable JAG compliance guidelines. The Department of Justice has indicated that it is acceptable and compliance. Under Third Class City Code guidelines, I am requesting permission from Council to retire Raven to an appropriate horse farm facility by properly selling Raven to that facility. 

Under Article XXIV, Section 2402.1(c), Raven’s sale must be approved by City Council by Resolution. I am requesting Council to issue a Resolution for this sale so that the Mounted Unit can continue to move forward

in its service to the citizens of Bethlehem.
