The Department of Water and Sewer Resources respectfully asks City Council to consider a resolution in support of an application to the Pennsylvania Department of Community and Economic Development for a PA Small Water and Sewer Project Grant funded by the Commonwealth Financing Authority.

The grant will be used to fund a project to replace a section of sanitary sewer main on Pierce Street between 3rd and 5th Streets.  This section of main has been identified in the City’s Act 537 Plan as being insufficiently sized to handle sanitary sewer flows in this area.  Excessive flows can result in sewer overflows during wet weather conditions.
This section of sewer main is directly upstream of the Greenway Commons development at 3rd & Pierce Streets. The developer of that project will replace the 300 ft section of sewer main between 3rd Street and the greenway; the City will replace the 800 ft section between the greenway and 5th Street.  The grant will fund the City’s portion of the project.   Failure to obtain the grant will not jeopardize the Greenway Commons project.
There is a 15% funding match requirement which will be included in the 2017 sewer capital budget.  Total project cost is estimated to be $350,000.
I ask that the attached draft resolution be placed on the October 18, 2016 Council meeting agenda in order to meet the filing deadline of October 31, 2016.
